AII Russian children have the right to education, but it is not only a right, it is a duty, too.
Education in our country is compulsory and now lasts eleven years. It consists of primary education
and secondary education.

Primary education starts at the age of 6 or 7 and continues for four years. After finishing
primary school pupils go on to secondary school. The school year starts in September and ends in
May. Generally there 4 school terms with holidays up to 10 days between them. The summer
holidays last from June to September.

Most schools in Russia are comprehensive, which take pupils of all abilities without entrance
exams. As a rule, students go to school 5 days a week. But there are also specialized

CoNoOAWNE
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schools, lyceums and gymnasiums, which give profound knowledge in various academic subjects.
In lyceums and gymnasiums students study 6 days a week.

After finishing the 9th form students must take 4 examinations. Then young people can choose
to stay at school, enter a college or a technical school. But to enter a university they have to study
for two more years (either at school or at college).

Higher education in Russia.

There are many colleges and universities in our country, but it is not easy to enter a
university or college as the competition is rather fierce. Most of the colleges and universities
are public and students do not have to pay for their education.

After 4 years of study students can pass examinations and get a bachelor’s degree, after 5 years
a specialist’s degree and after 6 years a master’s degree.

A computer is a machine with an intricate network of electronic circuits that operate switches or
magnetize tiny metal cores. The switches, like the cores, are capable of being in one or two possible
states, that is, on or off; magnetized or demagnetized. The machine is capable of storing and
manipulating numbers, letters, and characters (symbols).

The basic idea of a computer is that we can make the machine do what we want by inputting signals
that turn certain switches on and turn others off, or magnetize or do not magnetize the cores.

The basic job of computers is processing of information. For this reason computers can be defined
as devices which accept information in the form of instructions, called a program, and characters,
called data, perform mathematical and / or logical operations on the information, and then supply
results of these operations. The program, or part of it, which tells the computers what to do and the
data, which provide the information needed to solve the problem, are kept inside the computer in a
place called memory.

It is considered that computers have many remarkable powers. However most computers, whether
large or small, have three basic capabilities.

First, computers have circuits for performing arithmetic operations, such as: addition, subtraction,
division, multiplication and exponentiation.

Second, computers have a means of communicating with the user. After all, if we couldn’t feed
information in and get results back, these machines wouldn’t be of much use. Some of the most
common methods of inputting information are to use terminals, diskettes, disks and magnetic tapes.
The computer’s input device (a disk drive or tape drive) reads the information into the computer.
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For outputting information two common devices used are: a printer, printing the new information
on paper, and a cathode-ray-tube display, which shows the results on a TV-like screen.

Third, computers have circuits which can make decisions. The kinds of decisions which computer
circuits can make are not of the type: «Who would win the war between two countries?» or «Who is
the richest person in the world?» Unfortunately, the computer can only decide three things, namely:
Is one number less than another? Are two numbers equal? and, Is one number greater than another?
A computer can solve a series of problems and make thousands of logical decisions without
becoming tired. It can find the solution to a problem in a fraction of the time it takes a human being
to do the job.

Information-Dependent Society

A computer can replace people in dull, routine tasks, but it works according to the instructions
given to it. There are times when a computer seems to operate like a mechanical ‘brain’, but its
achievements are limited by the minds of human beings. A computer cannot do anything unless a
person tells it what to do and gives it the necessary information; but because electric pulses can
move at the speed of light, a computer can carry out great numbers of arithmetic-logical operations
almost instantaneously. A person can do the same, but in many cases that person would be dead
long before the job was finished.

ARTISTS
Marc Chagall Marc Chagall was born on July 7, 1887 in Vitebsk, Russia. In 1932 he moved to
France. He lived in the United States from 1941 to 1948, and then returned to
France. He died in France on March 28. 1985.

His painting styles are Expressionism and Cubism. In his paintings, he often
painted violinists because he played the violin and also in memory of his uncle,
who also played. He was also famous for his paintings of Russian-Jewish villages.

Salvador Dali Salvador Dali was born in Spain in 1904. When he was a child, he showed strange

behavior and often interrupted his class in school. As he got older, he started to
paint pictures that came from his dreams. His dreams and his paintings were scary
and unreal.

Dali went to art school in Madrid, Spain. He got kicked out, and never
finished. He even spent time in jail. However, he continued to paint, and his art
style became known as Surrealism . Salvador Dali drew everyday items, but
changed them in odd ways. For example, one of his paintings is of melting clocks.

Before he died at the age of 85 in 1989, Dali had created works in film, ballet,
opera, fashion, jewelry, and advertising illustrations.

Leonardo Da
Vinci

In 1452, Leonardo Da Vinci was born in an Italian town called Vinci. He lived in
a time period called the Renaissance, when everyone was interested in art. Even
though Da Vinci was a great artist, he became famous because of all the other
things he could do. He was a sculptor, a scientist, an inventor, an architect, a
musician, and a mathematician. When he was twenty, he helped his teacher finish a
painting called The Baptism of Christ. When he was thirty, he moved to
Milan. That is where he painted most of his pictures. Da Vinci's paintings were
done in the Realist style.

Paul Klee

Paul Klee was born in Switzerland on December 18, 1887. He loved cats. He
painted the a lot. He had at least 8,926 works of art. In these works of art, he used
simple lines and strong colours. He also used simple shapes to make important
parts of the painting. Klee painted in many styles, but a lot of them were in
the Primitive and Surrealist styles.

Claude Monet

Claude Monet was born in 1840 on November 14 in Paris. Even when he was
young he was a very good artist. His pictures were so good that an art supply store
let him hang his pictures in their window.

Monet's parents did not want him to become an artist because they thought he
would not make a good living. That did not stop him though. When he was 20, he
studied art at an inexpensive art school in Paris.

Monet often went on trips around France to paint. . This is where he painted
his Impressionist cathedral paintings that became very famous. His house also had
a wonderful garden with a lily pond that had a Japanese bridge across it. These
were his favourite things to paint.

Monet died in 1926. Unlike many artists, he was famous even before he
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died. Now his house in Giverny is a museum that is visited by many people.

Pablo Picasso

Pablo Picasso was born in Malaga, Spain on October 5, 1881. His father, Jose
Ruiz, was also an artist. Picasso painted in many styles, including Cubism and
Expressionism. He also sculpted. In cubism, he tried to show the dimensions of the
objects in his paintings. When he painted in the classical style, his shapes were
round and soft. In cubism, his shapes were square and hard.

When Picasso painted, he had a blue period and a rose period. For about three
years in his early twenties, he used mostly light blue colours in his paintings. The
rose period came after the blue period. It began after he moved from Spain to
France.

Because he could work in multiple styles, Picasso became very famous. He used
great lines and colour in his paintings.

Vincent
Van Gogh

Van Gogh was born in Holland in 1853. He worked at many jobs, such as at an art
gallery, a bookstore, as a preacher, and at last, he became an artist. He didn't have a
very happy life. He painted sad paintings with poor people in them. His paintings
were always very dark until he saw some colorful Japanese paintings. Then Van
Gogh started painting happier paintings. Most of his work was in the
Postimpressionist style.

One day, he moved to live with his brother because he was unhappy where he
lived, and he wanted to find someone to paint with. When he finally found
someone, he wished he hadn't. Van Gogh and the other artist did not get
along. After this, Van Gogh became so sad that he cut part of his ear off!

After these things happened, he painted one more gloomy painting. It was
called Wheatfield with Crows. After he finished it, he shot himself,

Andy Warhol

Andy Warhol was born in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania in 1928. Andy was born with
a natural talent for art. His mother encouraged him with his drawings. His teachers
thought he had such a good talent for art that he should go to weekend art class.
When his family saved enough money to send Andy to art college, he went to
Carnagie Institute of Technology, where he studied design and illustration. That's
where he developed his unusual art style.

When he graduated from school he went to New York City for a job. He got jobs
doing magazine illustrations, decorating department store windows, greeting cards,
record albums, book covers, and suns, clouds, and raindrops for television weather
reports. He still was not satisfied because he was not famous.

His friend suggested him to draw everyday items. This was called Popular, or Pop
Art. People liked his pictures because they were bright, attractive, and
familiar. Warhol liked getting people’s ideas for new drawings.

He also tried making films. Warhol died in 1987. By that time, he was a famous
artist. His works made people think of the important, everyday things in their lives.

English Painters

Centuries of British development have been reflected in the characteristic features of national art,
such as the stability of traditions, the aspiration for practicality and the portrayal of everyday life,
characters of the ordinary English. Imagery of works and sophistication of masters’ decorative fantasy
peculiarly echoes with a detailed rendering of the surroundings.

The central place in English painting of the 16-17th centuries belongs to the portrait: creative
traditions of H. Holbein, who was visiting the United Kingdom, were developed in the works of
English miniature masters A. Oliver, H. Hilliard and C. Cooper. In their works the artists combined the
usual subtlety of miniature art and thoughtful individual characteristics of the image. Impressive
aristocratic portrait which had been introduced by foreign artists, found somewhat greater simplicity,
objectivity and rigor in works of British followers George Riley and William Dobson.

Having taken in 1641 a position of a court painter, W. Dobson created many portraits of the
royal retinue, knights and dukes. His paintings have become valuable because of their technical
brilliance, integrity and disclosure of models’ image and character.

The 18th century was marked by the heyday of British art. This era begins with the works of
democratically motivated William Hogarth: his lively portraits and a cycle of satirical prints and
paintings. Talented portraitists T. Gainsborough, J. Reynolds, H. Raeburn and A. Ramsey skillfully
correlated external solemnity of the works with the inner naturalness and depth of image, its exact
social and individual reflection, self-assured and free style of painting.

J. Reynolds headed the Royal Academy of Arts founded in 1768 and delivered lectures. The
painter regarded that the ultimate goal of art is a reflection of the moral principles.

A national school of landscape (J. Chrome, T. Gainsborough, R. Wilson, watercolorists T. Girtin
and. R. Cozens) had been formed in this period in the UK. The direction of genre painting, brilliant
representatives of which are such artists as J. Moreland and J. Wright, had been developing.

T. Gainsborough in his works sought to express love for nature, yearning for the past years of
childhood and village life. Gainsborough drew inspiration for creating his paintings from music, which
explains his broad stroke, the rhythm in the proportion of forms and colors and texture shining.

Essential role in the English culture of the 18-19th centuries was played by the works of
everyday and political cartoons genre. Notable examples of this trend are the works by T. Rowlandson
and J. Gillrey.

Typical for the British fine arts of the 1st half of the 19th century are the works of romanticists-
fantasts: confident landscape artist William Turner and graphic artist William Blake. Works by John
Constable, the founder of the realistic scenery filled with life freshness, a talented landscape and
historical artist R. P. Bonington and great masters of the watercolor landscape D. Cox and J.C. Cotman
have become well-known.

In his paintings John Constable glorified his homes. Painting was a way to express feelings for
the artist. Constable’s works are characterized by courage and independence. The artist did not follow
the norms of academic art, but tried to capture his own supervision of nature.

Artists W. Morris, W. Crane and E. Burne-Jones saw the purpose of their works in adding the
elements of aesthetics into life, exaltation of the handmade crafts to counterbalance faceless machine
production.

British genre painting of the 2nd half of the 19th century bears the imprint of the literary
excitement and sentimentality, which is reflected in the works by W. H. Herkomer and W. Frith.
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Etchings by S. Hayden, pictures of the Scottish masters: genre artist W. McTaggart and still life artist
W. McGregor are filled with a sense of the present time.

J. M. Whistler supplemented the legacy of British painting with the acute observation and
gorgeous color harmony of the impressionism, which was developed by W. Steer and W. Sickert, the
creators of the "New English Art Club", which was founded in 1886-1886.

Artist of the “Club” sought to recreate everyday life, the images of the ordinary people in their
works; they were looking for ways of picturing true contemporary reality. W. Steer was famous for
wonderful landscapes, which clearly convey the state of nature: the weather, humidity, daytime. W.
Sickert skillfully portrayed seemingly lackluster themes, in which deep feelings and dramatic
emotional state of a person were hidden.

Realistic direction is inherent for the British fine arts of the first half of the 20th century. Like in
other countries, communities of progressively oriented artists who sought to reflect objective reality in
their works came up in England. The thread of resistance to fascism runs through the works of the
interwar and war period.

After the war, the British masters worked on realistic works about life of the ordinary people.
The seamy sides of life are reflected in a number of works by J. Bratby, J. Smith, E. Middledich.

Famous English Artists

The history of the development of the world art was greatly influenced by artists from Italy, by
the German, the French and the Dutch. As usual, the merits of British artists, who for the most part
belong to the 18th and 19th centuries, are ignored. However, during this period, several bright
representatives of the foggy Albion have come forward, their works of art deserve a place of honor in
the most valuable world collections.

The first artist of English origin, William Hogarth, opened the golden age of British painting.
Hogarth created the paintings in the style of realism and was a master of engraving. The characters on
his canvases were servants, beggars, sailors and marginals. The artist skillfully revealed the bright
joyful and deep sad emotions captured in the pictures of people.

Joshua Reynolds left a bright trace in English painting. The first president of the Royal Academy
of Arts created paintings of amazing beauty. Among the heroes of the portrait, you can find
fashionable prudish representatives of the nobility and ancient goddesses. Joshua Reynolds was a great
theoretician of painting, his scientific works on fine art were studied by more than one generation of
artists.
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Reynolds' rival, Thomas Gainsborough earned his life with magnificent portraits of the nobility,
but his favorite genre of painting was the landscape. The artist masterfully reflected the individuality
and caught deep character traits of his characters. Throughout his artistic career, Gainsborough has
constantly evolved and this aspiration for excellence can be traced through his works. At the decline of
his career, his paintings can be attributed to the late impressionism.

In addition to the famous portraitists, English painting has generated a huge number of amazing
landscape painters, like Sikkert, Turner, Wilson, Moreland.

Tema «Moiui arooumstii xyoorcnuky (My favourite painter)

Thomas Gainsborough is definitely one of my favourite Western painters. His individual poetic
and romantic style in painting enraptures me.

The world-famous artist was born in 1727 in a British town of Sudbury. He studied art in
London and got fascinated by Jan van Eyck’s portraits representing graceful poses and silver tones.
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Although Gainsborough always thought of himself as a landscape painter, he was also famous for his
charming true-to-life portraits. It was said that Gainsborough painted portraits for a living and
landscapes for pleasure. He created more than 700 portraits. His annual exhibitions at the Royal
Academy helped the artist acquire a national reputation.

Perhaps his most recognizable works are “The morning walk”, “Mr. and Mrs. Andrews”, “Lady
in blue”, “The blue boy” and some other paintings. These works are characterized by blurred lines, an
unusual play of light and quick brush strokes. The feeling of a cloudy day in a gentle mist is
wonderfully depicted in very subtle colours. I love the way the painter portrayed natural poses of
people dressed in elegant costumes, their soft turns of heads and noble expressions of faces. The
lightness of painting fashionable clothes with rich textures of fabric and a lot of folds is also quite eye-
catching.

Gainsborough’s paintings can be seen mostly in British art galleries, at the National Gallery in
London and at the Hermitage in St Petersburg.
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The British Painters

William Turner

William Turner, a great romantic English landscape painter, was born in Devonshire in 1775. He
lived with his uncle in Middlesex, where he began to attend school.

His first drawings are dated 1787, when he was only twelve years of age.

His childish sketch-books, filled with drawings, are still preserved in the British Museum. When
he was 21, he began to exhibit oil paintings as well as water-colours at the Royal Academy.

The first, “Fishermen at Sea” is now in the Gate Gallery.He traveled much in France, Germany,
Switzerland, Italy. But he never lost his interest in his own country. As a landscape painter Turner was
interested mainly in light and colour effects.

One of his famous paintings is even called “Light and Colour”. His work is high praised by great
critics. Turner died in London in 1851.Play His pictures and drawings became the property of the
British nation. William Turner is considered to be one of the world greatest painters.

The Hermitage

One of the world-wide known museums is the Hermitage. The word "Hermitage" means "a place
of solitude™. This name was given in the XVIII century by Catherine IT to her private museum housed
in a small building adjacent to the Winter Palace and accessible only to the chosen few. In the course
of time, the Hermitage grew into one of the greatest museums of the world. At the present, the
collections take up five interconnected buildings. The museum retains its old name. The accumulation
of artifacts let to the formation of new departments devoted to the culture and art of the Peoples of the
East, of the Prehistoric culture, and of the Russian culture. Three other departments are those of
Western European art, classical antiquities and numismatics. One of the rooms that impressed visitor
the most is St. George Hall. The interior of the room is considered by experts to be a perfect example
of the Classical Style. The room covers about 800 square metres, but does not seem enormous due to
perfect proportions. It is decorated in the whitest marble and gilded bronze. The Throne Hall was used
for column assemblies. Members of the Tzar's family, when coming of age, took their oaths here. The
Leonardo da Vinci Hall is one of the most gorgeous interiors. The hall is decorated in the style of 17
century French Baroque. The Hermitage possesses two, out of 12 or 14 works surviving from
Leonardo. The Rembrandt collection is one of the most treasured possessions of the museum. It
